EMBRACE

As a school we have embarked upon the EMBRACE project this academic year which focuses on inclusion and diversity. This is a
great opportunity for all of our children to explore difference and embrace a variety of cultural and ethnic identities.

In Challenge 1 the focus was upon Black History Month. The children had the chance to explore the importance of being respectful
of difference while finding out about key figures with a variety of cultural and ethnic identities. In Key Stage one, stories were
used as a starting point for discussion. In Key Stage two, people studied include Rosa Parkes, and Nelson Mandela. Key Stage two
children also focused on the forgotten black model and muse Fanny Eaton whose image was captured in beautiful Pre-Raphaelite
paintings. Some children drew their own portraits of Fanny Eaton.

In Challenge 2 the focus was on exploring how we all have different skin colours, with KS2, finding out about the science involved in
this. Key Stage one children explored and compared different skin fones and Year 2 used coloured pencils to create portraits of
themselves, focusing on their skin tone.
